As you all are aware, we have implemented a new 

policy on how your daily vehicle inspections are done. 

 

Here is a quick review: All drivers must do a daily 

vehicle inspection, and it needs to be documented in 

the vehicle inspection books that we now have, you no 

longer need to do the inspections on your logs.  

 

Regardless of what type of log you use, you are now 

required to do these inspection sheets.  

 

The inspection book is to be kept with the truck as it 

pertains to the vehicle and not the driver or the driverôs 

hours.  

 

The books are carbon copied so you need to send the 

inspections in your trip packs.

Rough weather, fuel prices 

obscure freight picture.

The severe  weather that struck most of the U.S. over 

the last few months combined with diesel fuel prices 

that are 

increasingly 

disconnected 

from the effects 

of supply and 

demand are 

clouding the 

freight picture 

for the trucking 

industry. For 

example, the American Trucking Associationsô (ATA) 

for-hire truck tonnage index decreased 0.5% in 

February this year, following a revised 1.9% increase 

in January, despite many carriers reporting an uptick in 

demand for freight capacity. 

ñThe tonnage reading is difficult to interpret because 

of the severe winter storms that impacted truck freight 

movements during February, particularly on the East 

Coast,ò noted Bob Costello, ATA chief economist. 

ñ[But] I continue to hear from motor carriers that both 

demand and supply situations are steadily improving.ò  

 

ñThe weather really did impact our ability to read 

whatôs going on with freight,ò Eric Starks, president of 

research FTR Associates, told FleetOwner. ñWeôre 

going to have a distortion in the data for a few months 

as freight that was expected to flow in February 

probably got pushed to March. Weôll have a clearer 

picture of whatôs really going on by mid-April.ò 

 

In terms of the economic scheme of things, the 

February snowstorms further obscured the big picture. 

In its first quarterly report of 2010, the UCLA 

Anderson Forecast renders a ñbipolarò diagnosis for 

the national economy ï noting that slow-but-sure 

growth in the national gross domestic product (GDP) 

seems to be co-existing with a U.S. unemployment rate 

expected to remain in double digits until 2012. 

David Shulman, the groupôs senior economist, said 

overall economic growth will be held back by declines
