BOISE, Idaho — The Idaho Transportation
Department is teaming up with law enforcement all
across the state to target aggressive motorists.

How do you respond to trips over the same highways?

I was on my way to Pueblo, Colo., by way of Wolf
Creek. The weather was freezing and there was ice and
snow on the pass. The chain law, however, was not
posted. Since | was pulling an empty flatbed trailer and
not being any more experienced than | was at the time,
I came down slow and easy.

Approaching Ft. Garland, | met one of our company
trucks headed west and the driver asked about the hill.
I radioed back that it was tough and that | had slipped
a few times. His comment, "Oh, that's alright, | have
been over the hill a 100 times."

The next morning at the terminal, there was a notice
posted on the bulletin board. That driver had jack-
knifed going down the other side near Pagosa Springs
and had wrecked with his load of pipe. The notice
indicated that he would be in the hospital for six
months to a year with injuries.

Some tips to draw from the experience:

1. The most critical areas are those that we think we
are the most familiar with. His famous last words, "I
have been over the hill a 100 times," must have been
ringing in his ears as he was going over.
Overconfidence breeds carelessness.

2. Things change; road conditions change; weather
changes. Construction projects spring up at the most
inopportune times. Traffic in front or behind you can
affect your actions.

3. Your equipment is in a constant state of change.
Technology, wear and tear, depreciation all contribute
to different methods of operation.

Bottom line — Demonstrate your confidence in your
ability as a driver by recognizing that changes make
every trip different and respond accordingly.

That's the way | see it.
