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Independence Day, or the Fourth of July, is the
most important national holiday in the United States.
It commemorates the formal adoption of the
Declaration of Independence by the Continental
Congress on July 4, 1776, in Philadelphia,
Pennsylvania. The declaration, written by a
committee headed by Thomas Jefferson, is an
el oquent statement of
intention to become an independent nation. It broke
the formal ties between the colonies and Britain after
the American Revolution had begun.

The Independence Day celebration is a reminder of

the ideals on which the nation was founded. Although

the signing of the declaration was not completed until
August 1776, the Fourth of July holiday has been
accepted as the official anniversary of U.S.
independence. It was not declared a legal holiday
until 1941, however. Today it is celebrated in all
states and territories of the United States.

Early Independence Day Celebrations

The first celebration took place in Philadelphiaon
July 8, 1776, four days after the Declaration of
Independence was adopted. On that day the
declaration was read aloud, city bells rang, and
bands played. Within a few years the Fourth of July
was observed throughout most of the new nation,
although until 1783 the city of Boston,
Massachusetts, commemorated Independence Day
on March 5, the date of the Boston Massacre. An
elaborate Fourth of July celebration was held in
Philadelphia in 1788, following the ratification of the
Constitution of the United States.

Several important U.S. projects were started on
Independence Day. Work on the Erie Canal in New
York State began on July 4, 1817. Construction of
the first railroad in the United States, the Baltimore
and Ohio, was started on July 4, 1828. July 4 was
the date selected in 1848 for laying the cornerstone
of the Washington Monument in the U.S. capital.

Are You Prepared For
Hands-Free Driving
Laws?

““July 1 marks the state-wide
enactment of the hands-free
law in California and Washington. Using hand-held
cell phones while driving will be banned. This law
will affect 27.6 million licensed drivers.

Key Factsabout the Initiative

According to the Cellular Telecommunications and
Internet Association, there were over 254 million
Americans with wireless devices as of February
2008, compared with approximately 4.2 million in
1990.

The Insurance Institute of Highway Safety reports
that six states (California, Connecticut, New Jersey,
New York, Utah, and Washington) have a
jurisdiction-wide ban on the use of hand-held cell
phones while driving. Many more states are
considering the ban.

In July 2008, California and Washington will join the
list of states enacting hands-free legislation,
prohibiting cell phone use while driving.

California drivers face fines of
$20 for a first offence, and $50
for each subsequent offense.
Washington drivers face fines of
$124 for each offense.

Exceptions to the New Washington State Hands
Free Law

We have had many inquires on exceptions to the
new Washington State hands-free law. Most of
these questions have been about the use of two-
way radios. The prohibition against operating a
moving vehicle while holding a wireless
Communications device to one's ear does not apply
to:

(1) a person operating an authorized emergency
vehicle, or a tow truck driver responding to a
disabled vehicle;

(2) a person using a wireless communications
device in hands-free mode;

Continued:

(3) a person using the device to report illegal
activity, summon emergency help, or prevent injury
to a person or property; or

(4) a person using a hearing aid. The prohibition
against operating a moving vehicle while holding a
wireless communications device to one's ear does
not restrict the operation of an amateur radio station
by a person who holds a valid amateur radio
operator license issued by the Federal
Communications Commission.

With the type of phones SPD has, you will only need to
put your phone on speaker and use it as a two way. You
do not need to buy anything extra if you use a SPD
issued phone.

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Fuel card theft ring
hitting trucking
companies

KENT, Wash.i A
handful of trucking companies
believe someone is behind a major fuel heist in
South King County using stolen fuel cards. The
spree has racked up nearly $100,000 in charges.

Jolyn Hamilton knew there was trouble back in
April. Surveillance video shows a strange red jeep
making the rounds of her Puyallup trucking
company on consecutive days, followed by a break-
in.

Her gas card was among the valuables stolen and
used almost immediately on a fueling spree.

"We got a fax showing the card has been used and
had been used extensively," said Hamilton. Her gas
account was guzzled again just a few days ago and
she's now lost more than $5,000 on illegal
purchases.

"When they first used the card, they had three
pumps going at the same time," said Hamilton.

Rick Ransom says someone used his trucking
company's card to pump $6,000 of fuel this month.

"At the agreed to price, that's just shy of $30,000,"
said Ransom.

Both companies say the purchases were done at a

Petro-owned station in Kent. Another business also
says their fuel card has been hit for roughly $70,000
in illegal purchases, even though the card only has

a 120 gallon limit.

Kent Police confirm there is an active investigation
and tell KING 5 News they believe this type of crime
may be part of an underground network.

Hamilton has her theory. "I think someone is
stealing fuel to sell off."

Petro's president says his company is cooperating
with police and is working to install surveillance
cameras at the station that was hit. There aren't any
cameras there now. He says he blames some of
these thefts in part on the fact people had their
PIN's written on their gas cards.

Truck loses load, blocks Smokey
Point onramp

An onramp to I-5 at 172nd Street NW near Smokey Point could
be closed until noon while crews collect nearly a dozen 40-foot
steel pipes that tumbled off a flatbed truck there about 9 a.m.
today.

The truck was moving toward southbound I-5 on Exit 206 when it
tipped over, Washington State Police spokesman Keith Leary
said. The driver, a 53-year-old man from Snohomish, was taken
to a hospital when he complained of back pain, but he's not
seriously injured, Leary said.

The driver was trucking the pipes, which together weighed
59,000 pounds, between Arlington and Marysville for North
American Pipe and Steel Co., Leary said. The load wasn't
properly secured on the truck, Leary said, which led to the
accident. Police will likely ticket the driver after an investigation is
completed, Leary said.

The truck is "hung up" on the onramp's guardrail, but crews plan
to clear away the steel pipes before pulling the truck out, Leary
said.
