WTA Advisory #10
SR 509 Vicinity of Port of Tacoma

The Washington State Patrol reports that over the last week
or two they have been working with the Port of Tacoma,
WSDOT, and the Fife Police Department, attempting to
resolve the traffic situation occurring on SR 509 in the
vicinity of Alexander Road leading into the Port of Tacoma
and that it is causing traffic gridlock in the early morning.
The problem has been caused by a contractual issue
preventing Commercial Motor Vehicles from being
unloaded at the Evergreen terminal until 8:00am, rather
than 7:00am as in the past. This situation is a serious
safety concern!

The responsible parties are working to obtain authorization
to change the delivery time back to 7:00am, and they may
have a response as early as next week.

Yesterday a truck attempted to cut the median and got
stuck tying up 3 WSP troopers for several hours until they
could get it removed. This morning, there was a line of
trucks on Alexander Avenue that stretched from the Port of
Tacoma all the way to SR 509. The trucks were then
stacked up on the shoulder on SR 509.

The WSP will have two troopers in the area at 7:00am
tomorrow to make sure the roadways stay open. The short
term goal is to have the driver’s stage on the southbound
509 shoulder. Though it is not ideal to have the CMV’s on
the shoulder it is better than being stopped on the
roadway.

WSP will be working with WSDOT on signage to direct
drivers to the southbound 509 shoulder. If problems
persist, the troopers will take appropriate enforcement
action to ensure the safety of the commercial trucks and
automobile drivers in the area.

Please alert your drivers making deliveries at the Evergreen
Terminal at the Port of Tacoma on this situation.
