CSA 2010 

I am sure all drivers by 

now have heard about 

CSA 2010 by now. More than ever it is important for 

drivers to take extra precautions to make sure you have 

things in order and are staying compliant, whether itôs 

HOS, speed, load securement or vehicle maintenance.  

 

The Safety department has training material for drivers 

that gives a pretty good outline of the program and 

whatôs to come, so if you havenôt already had this 

training please take the initiative and come see us, it 

only takes about 20 min.  

 

A few things to think about, 2/3 of all roadside 

inspections are triggered by speeding, which can lead 

to more violations being discovered. Also under the 

CSA2010 program points system a warning for speed 

is almost as severe as an actual ticket itself.  

 

Drivers making thorough pre-trip and post trip 

inspections are done and load checks every three 

hours, or 150 miles, can be very effective ways of 

minimizing violations upon inspection. 

 

Drivers can build up good points to their favor by 

having clean inspections, important to get that piece of 

paper to make it count. Without it, drivers wonôt 

receive the points. Remember it takes a lot of good 

inspections to counter one bad inspection or ticket.  

 

Itôs going to take a group effort from all areas of the 

company for ñUs,ò as a company to be successful in 

being compliant with the new regulations coming 

down the road.  

 

Please take the time to come in get the training, ask 

questions and remember SPD is a team, were all in this 

together!
