1. Please list all truck expenses and include on the
receipt how they are paid for. (Personal credit card,
cash or Comdata or per Mike/ Shop.)

2. Oregon overweight miles only, are to be
documented in the lower right hand corner, and it’s
very important that any Oregon overweight miles are
documented here.

Aire usage pre- approved and please write on your trip
pack the name of who approved for you so that payroll
can reimburse you for this expense.
